Racing News by Bill Whitehead  
 

Winning an individual race 
is exciting, however, the se-
ries winner is determined by 
a boat’s performance over a 
number of races.  The scor-
ing rules favor a skipper who 
shows up, races and finishes.  
When you miss a race, you 
are assigned a finishing 
place at the back of the fleet, 
thus making it difficult to 
climb back into contention. 
Consistently showing up and 
racing can be a major factor 
in winning the series, so be 
sure to come out and partici-
pant in all five races in the 
series.  

   

With the new year we are 
looking forward to a full rac-
ing and sailing calendar.  All 
of the 2017 race and regatta 
dates have been placed on 
the Events calendar which 
can be accessed from the top 
of the www.cypremort.com 
website’s main screen. 

The Rosemary Lucas Cup 
Series of spring races kicks 
off on Saturday, March 11 
with skipper’s meeting at 
10:00 am and the race at 
11:00 am.  Five races are 
scheduled extending into 
May.  CYC members sail a 
variety of different size fixed 
keel cruising sailboats in this 
series.  A handicap rating is 
assigned to each sailboat in 

an effort to adjust for per-
formance differences.  The 
various sailboats race over a 
measured course and record 
their elapsed time from start 
to finish.  The handicap rat-
ing  provides a time allow-
ance measured in seconds 
per mile which is added to 
the boat’s elapsed time to 
arrive at corrected time.  
GYA administers the handi-
cap rating system based on 
known measurements and 
actual race results.  This 
system is known as the Per-
formance Handicap Racing 
Fleet (PHRF) and each par-
ticipating skipper requests a 
PHRF Certificate with a rat-
ing for his/her sailboat.
